Do You Pay Bonuses? 
If you are paying annual bonuses, you 
may be paying too high of a tax rate. 
Last quarter, employers received an 
Employer Option Form with the fourth 
quarter Alaska Quarterly Contribution 
Report form. By using this form, em-
ployees may be able to help equalize 
some artificial quarterly payroll de-
clines.  
 
A decline in quarterly wages exists 
when the amount of total wages re-
ported reflects a decrease from one 
quarter to the next.  Artificial payroll 
declines can be caused by issuing an-
nual bonuses, biweekly payrolls, 
lump0sum payments, labor dispute 
settlements, changes to accounting 
methods, or payroll issued in a differ-
ent quarter than normal. The larger 
the decline in wages from one quarter 
to the next, the higher the employer 
tax rate may be. 
 
The Employer Option Form enables 
employers to request to have wages 
causing artificial declines be deleted or 
apportioned for rating purposes in 
order to stabilize payroll from one 
quarter to the next.
